Why Do | Need to Wash My Hands?

Washing your hands is the best way to stop germs from spreading. Think about all of the things
that you touched today-from the telephone to the toilet.

Whatever you
did today, you came in contact with germs.

It's easy for a germ on your hand to end up in your mouth. Think how many foods
you eat with your hands.

e  When your hands are dirty and before eating or touching food

e  After using the restroom and after blowing your nose or coughing

e  After touching pets or other animals and playing outside
e Before and after visiting a sick relative or friend

Five Steps to Hand Washing
1. Wet your hands with water. 2.Apply hand wash (soap). 3.Lather and wash for AT
LEAST 15 seconds. 4.Rinse both sides of your hands with water. 5. Dry your hands

and shut off faucet with towel.
