Additional Documents
I. Part of what AP wants you to do is to go beyond what you are given (in other words analyze). Below are some ideas about how this applies to additional documents.

II. Two questions that you want to ask to help determine what additional documents are needed:

1. Whose voice or opinion is missing?

2. Of my groups, which one seems under represented?

III. Documents that you select must be plausible. Below is an example of implausible documents-
· Diary written by a peasant woman from the medieval period in Europe. (Does not work because the chances of a peasant being able to read or write are slim. A diary from an elite women or noble or wealthy status however is a better possibility.

· Satellite image of the earth during the time of the Roman Empire. Guess what, no satellites at that time! However a map from a modern textbook that shows that outlines of the Roman Empire might be helpful.

· Map of the world from the time of Shi Huangdi during the Qin Dynasty. Again, no map of the world exists from this period.

IV. Below are documents that you might need-

· Maps (might be one created at the time or a modern representation)

· Graph

· Chart

· Picture (could from period-be careful or could be a modern photo of an ancient artifact or site)
· Diary entry

· Captain’s log entry

· Excerpt from a literary work of the period

· Excerpt from a translation or modern work on that topic

· Art work
· Letter

V. Not only does the document have to be plausible, it must be of use to you and you must state how it does that in helping you answer your question.
