Grade Level:  Kindergarten  (Modified for Special Needs)

Curriculum Area:  Science

Subject Area:  Autumn

Georgia Performance Standards being addressed in this lesson:

The use of our five senses in learning about Autumn.

Autumn being a change in our environment.

Celebrations and customs associated with Autumn.

Seasons provide a sense of constancy year to year and provide change four times a year.

Equipment:  Computers (internet access), television monitor, VCR, oven (cafeteria).

Materials:  Pictures of leaves changing colors, pictures of children playing in leaves, apples, pears, pumpkins, crayons, paper, markers, Weather Bear Activity, books about harvest and fall, carving tools for teacher, newspaper, bowls, measuring cups and spoons, ingredients for pumpkin bread, baking pan, paint, paper, easel and brushes.

Primary Focus:  Expose students to elements of the fall season.

Learning objectives:  

*To identify the name of the season

*To name at least 2 fruits or vegetables harvested in fall.

*To tell 2 things we do with these fruits and vegetables in the fall.

*To identify at least 2 changes in nature that occur in the fall.

Instructions:  Each day the Teacher will begin with a circle activity to introduce the concept.  The teacher will ask questions that will guide the children to the computers to click onto links that will further the discussion about the daily topic.  Activities will follow that align with the concept discussed in circle.  Students will have lots of hands on learning and language opportunities throughout these lessons.

Evaluation of Material:  The rubric will allow the teacher and students to see the level at which they have performed.

Evaluation of Curriculum Integration:  The students will have ample opportunity to express their knowledge of autumnal concepts throughout the other subjects.  We will be using the theme in math, reading, language arts, social studies and health.
